AAVSO Ambassador Activities 

Ambassadors create and provide astronomy 

education and promote the AA VSO to various 

communities, including astro clubs, online 

audiences, and schools. They also engage in 

star parties, AA VSO observing sections, 

conferences, and other AA VSO events and 

science. Ambassadors frequently interact with 

AA VSO's social media platforms and forums. 

Some ambassadors also observe variable stars 

or exoplanet transits, and submit their 

observations to AA VSO's databases, which are 

used by professional astronomers. These 

ambassadors then share their experiences and 

what they learn to help engage others in 

AA VSO astronomy. 

Ambassadors are expected to: 

* create or participate in at least 4 outreach/
education activities a year

* attend monthly ambassador Zoom meetings

* regularly and respectfully interact with the
AA VSO and public through social media, the
AA VSO forum, and AA VSO activities

* actively engage as an AA VSO member
